CONTEMPORARY DESCRIPTIONS
During the Nirst few years of occupation Dingane was
visited by the traders Fynn (Stuart & Mchialeolm
1969y and lsaacs (1970); both of them have felt
descriptions of their visits, though not including plans
or drawings of the site. DRingane witnessed a buiid-up
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of interest in his territory marked by the arrival at
Mgungundlovu of missiomaries from 1835 onwards,
foliowed In 1837 by settlers interested in occupying
part of his land.
